 Oura Apple Orchard

“Ukitamu” is an Ainu word meaning “moving wetland.” (The Ainu are an indigenous people of northern Japan.) The
museum displays artifacts unearthed at local sites. Participants will be able to experience wearing Jomon period clothing
and making fires and bows and arrows.

Housed in a Western-style building surrounding by grape fields, this is one of the leading wineries in Yamagata Prefecture.
Participants will be able to inspect the manufacturing process, including bottling, and then sample various types of wine in
the testing room.

This park is located on the site of a quarry where Takahata stone was excavated.Takahata stone was excavated here for
several hundred years from the Edo period (1603–1868). In the town visitors can still see the old Takahata station building
and stone torii of shrines.
